Premium models suitable for staining are solid hardwood, unfinished and pre-sanded brick fireplace mantels that start at under $350. Deluxe models can be had in oak, poplar, cherry and mahogany for under $600. Highly crafted, ornate pieces often go to several thousand dollars. Brick fireplace mantel designs are much easier to do when you start with a brick fireplace mantel kits.
Brick fireplace mantels are easy to assemble and install. The side pieces are bolted onto the top shelf with nut and bolts included. You usually need to provide the mounting board which is typically no more than a 1”x4” board with an edge cut at a 45 degree angle.
